Faith Milestones are faith passage moments that foster spiritual growth in one’s 
relationship to God, self, others and all creation.  These moments result from the intentional 
family commitment to faith growth for every member of the household.  Currently, Good 
Shepherd has identified 3 moments in the life of a child that are emphasised in the life of our 
congregation: Baptism,  First Communion and Confirmation.   
All three of these moments of faith development are encouraged to be journeyed as a 
family. Each of these moments will be preceded by a time of instruction with parents as the 
main support and mentor for their own child.  
 
 

Baptism (all ages)  

Baptism is all about grace and is a huge gift from God.  Good 
Shepherd offers a series of baptism discussion sessions and 
pledges to support and equip parents to mentor and teach 
their children as they plant the seeds of faith in their 
children. 

Baptism Classes are booked by appointment with the Pastor prior to scheduling a baptism.  

 

1st Communion (for those age 10 + )  

This milestone in the faith life of the child is designed to 
help young people, together with the support and 
mentoring of their parents, prepare for the sacrament of 
Holy Communion. 

 

First Communion classes are for those who are baptised aged 10 or greater.  It is designed 
with parental involvement.  Please speak to Pastor if interested.  

 
 

Confirmation (School Year 8/9) 
Confirmation is an opportunity for young people to give a 
public confession of faith in which they were baptised.  Our 
parents began the confirming process as they taught us to 
pray, told us who Jesus was and brought us to worship. The 
church assists by its instruction in BibleSong, H2H and in 
supplementary instruction given by the Pastor and in youth 
groups, adult groups etc.  

 

Confirmation classes are for those who are baptised and in Year 8/9 and have completed at 
least 1 year of H2H. These classes are designed with parental involvement. Please speak to 
Pastor if interested.

Passing on the Faith  
As parents, we pass on things to our children every day. They're watching us, learning 
from us and emulating us. I'm proud to have taught my kids how to ride a bike, swing a 
hammer and obey house rules. But I'm not so proud that I've taught them how to get 
frustrated with slow drivers and red lights! The question is not are we passing things on 
to our children, but what are we passing on to our children.  

While teachers and coaches play a significant role in teaching our kids how to read, write, 
have good manners, participate in sports and play musical instruments, any teacher or 
coach will tell you that parents play the primary role in reinforcing that instruction in the 
home. The same goes with passing on the faith.  

At Good Shepherd, we believe that LIFE starts with our relationship and faith in Jesus 
Christ. We pass on the faith to the children in several ways: we worship Jesus in Chapel, 
we share in daily devotions, we learn about Biblical stories and we share our faith 
through words and actions.  We would like to reinforce this by inviting you to join us in 
passing on the faith with your children by practicing the Faith 5 in your family.  

What is the FAITH 5™?  
There is a simple faith practice called the FAITH 5, or Faith Acts In The Home, that connects 
faith to life, and parents to kids in a powerful way.

Step 1: Share highs and lows.  
Talk about a good thing that happened during the day, and something not so good.  
This opens up communication and lets you in on what’s happening in the lives of 
your loved ones. 
 

Step 2: Read a verse from your Bible.  
You can use a verse from Youth, Church, Chapel, or some other verse of your choice.  
 

 

Step 3: Talk about how the verse relates to your highs and lows.  
You might want to use a devotion or some other tool that talks about the verse.
