¢ Pray together - bring God into the
conversation.

¢ Support and encourage the gifts you see in
one another.

¢ Discuss how to use resources wisely,
faithfully and joyfully.

¢ Be intentional and initiate conversations
about the way you spend your time, money
and how you can allow God into every
part of your life and seek His guidance and
instruction.

¢ Share your story with each other - hearing
faith stories is one of the most important
influences on our faith. e

Our faith shapes the whole of our lives and
involves a lifetime of Bible study, reflection
and prayer.

¢ Pray at all times.

¢ Instead of feeding the insatiable quest for
more news and social networking, consider
beginning and/or ending the day reading,
praying or meditating on Scripture.

¢ Family devotions provide a way to learn
more about the Bible and Christian tradition
as a family.

¢ Family rituals can take many forms, from
daily rituals such as mealtime, bedtime,
leaving and returning, to celebrations such
as birthdays, anniversaries, and special
achievements.

¢ Celebrate church year rituals at home, such
as Advent and Lent.

¢ Recognise milestones such as first days of
school and graduations, etc.

¢ Bless people when they arrive and when
they leave your home.

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Passing on the Faith

As parents, we pass on things to our children every day. They're watching us, learning
from us and emulating us. I'm proud to have taught my kids how to ride a bike, swing a
hammer and obey house rules. But I'm not so proud that I've taught them how to get
frustrated with slow drivers and red lights! The question is not are we passing things on
to our children, but what are we passing on to our children.

While teachers and coaches play a significant role in teaching our kids how to read, write,
have good manners, participate in sports and play musical instruments, any teacher or
coach will tell you that parents play the primary role in reinforcing that instruction in the
home. The same goes with passing on the faith.

At Good Shepherd, we believe that LIFE starts with our relationship and faith in Jesus
Christ. We pass on the faith to the children in several ways: we worship Jesus in Chapel,
we share in daily devotions, we learn about Biblical stories and we share our faith
through words and actions. We would like to reinforce this by inviting you to join us in
passing on the faith with your children by practicing the Faith 5 in your family.

What is the FAITH 5™?
There is a simple faith practice called the FAITH 5, or Faith Acts In The Home, that connects
faith to life, and parents to kids in a powerful way. The five steps of the FAITH 5 are:

Step 1: Share highs and lows.

Talk about a good thing that happened during the day, and something not so good.
This opens up communication and lets you in on what’s happening in the lives of
your loved ones.

Step 2: Read averse from your Bible.
You can use a verse from Youth, Church, Chapel, or some other verse of your choice.
Step 3: Talk about how the verse relates to your highs and lows.
You might want to use a devotion or some other tool that talks about the verse.
Step 4: Pray for one another's highs and lows

Step 5: Bless one another.

Good Shepherd has been modelling the Faith 5 in all of our Youth Programs, and we
would like to invite you and your family to partner with us on this faith formation
journey. We need your support and participation. We promise to provide you with
the tools to share and nurture the faith with your child, if you also promise to be
active participants in this process. Come along and see what it is all about. Better
yet, be part of the process.
